This concludes the pictures of the rooms in the house.  The house is 70-75 square meters (1500-
1600 sq. feet).  All the furnishings will come with the house.  We will not be able to use all of 
them, but many of them can be put to use.  There are many interesting, old pieces throughout the 
different rooms of the property.  Our plans are to put in a septic tank large enough for two or 
three homes.  Renovations for this house will include adding a two story gallery to the front of 
the house to unite the floor plan.  At the present there are three separate entrances to different 
parts of the home.  The gallery upstairs will create a hallway and an indoor staircase to the 
upstairs enabling us to enlarge these rooms, and an open sun porch kind of structure for the 
downstairs.  We will also add two bathrooms, one with a shower, and the other with a bathtub.  
We will put in a central heating system using a woodstove and radiator system throughout the 
house, an attic fan, and replace the windows and doors with energy efficient ones. 
 
An interesting aspect of this particular property is the ability to expand to up to three and maybe 
even four children’s homes in one walled in space.  The barn can easily be converted into another 
house, and there is a second house owned by an old woman that is attached to this house with 
another barn.  I believe that we could purchase that property from her as well, and let her 
continue to live in it until we are ready for that part of the expansion some time in the future.

You go up these steps and walk across this balcony to enter the loft which I believe has so 
much potential.  It is over 65 feet long and more than 13 feet wide.  It is all quite sturdy, and 
could be easily converted into bedrooms and upstairs bath.  The floor is strong, but probably 
needs to be reinforced with concrete or some similar material.  The beams could be used to 

divide the space into different rooms, giving it a real old fashioned feel, but with all the 
modern conveniences—plumbing, central heat, and new windows installed.  See more below.

I mentioned earlier that 
there is a second house

that I would like to 

purchase later attached 
to the house.  Here are 

some pictures of that.  It 
would double the size of 
our yard, and these two 
houses are surrounded 

together by a stone wall 
providing excellent 

security for the children.  
It is like one yard, but at

I am excited to show you this property so that you can help us pray about purchasing and 
renovating it for our children’s home, and to ask for your financial help in making this a 
reality for us, and the children for whom we will make a home.  It is in a village called 
Maluk Vurshetz, about 7 or 8 miles outside of Sevlievo.  The asking price is $14,600, and 
I hope to be able to get it for less.  The closing costs would be around $1,050. 
Renovations would be at least another $10,000-$14,000.  I will be talking to a renovations 
specialist to look at the property next week to get a rough estimate on the costs.  I spoke to 
the mayor of the village this week, and he has said that he would be glad to have our 
project in his village, and that he would help us in any way that he could.  He seemed 
quite excited at the prospect of new growth in Maluk Vurshetz.  There are many more 
homes and buildings available in the village, so there is lot of room for expansion in the 
years to come.
