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The big day I had been waiting for, June 23, 
2010, arrived!  I drove to the airport in Sofia, and 
picked up four guys who traveled all the way 
from Cincinnati area from Church on Fire in 
Harrison, Ohio.  Sam Schaich, Jimmy Dallio, Dan 
Martin and Zack Woolwine came to help us with 
the renovation of the barn that will be the first of 
the Honey in the Rock Homes for Children.  In 
particular they came to help us put on the new 
roof.  That was not without complications.  As I  

mentioned in my previous newsletter I had to fire my previous architect, because she was not 
getting the project done, and I had this team coming.  So the chief architect in Sevlievo 
offered to do the project for us, and allow the team to come and build the roof.  The other 
challenge was that we could not pour the foundation pads for the front wall (about five feet 
out from the existing front wall) before we built the roof.  So now we have the framework 
for a roof that is one third bigger than the building it is on.  They call it a “floating” roof.  
Praise the Lord, I am a man of faith, and I don’t scare easily.  Howard (the builder) knows 
what he is doing.  (I am not even sure how a roof floats, but it all looks good to me.)  And 
we have the favor of the Lord!  What more could I ask for?!!  Anyway, the team got here, 
and they really fit the bill.  There was also a good bit of building experience that came with 
the team.  They worked hard, and did a great job!  God bless you, your families, and your 
church for all your help, prayers, and sacrifice!    Here are some pictures of their visit. 
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At this point the most important thing is to get the finalized building plans, and the building 
permit. Yesterday I met with the chief architect, and I was hoping that the plans would be 
finished, but she had been very busy, and said that next week I will get them.  Pray saints!  We 
have another team coming from Romania on August 15 for a week, and I want to be able to have 
something for them to do.  I am sure that the Lord is in charge of all the details. 
 
The next thing we need to do is to put in the foundation pads, and get the permanent timber 
supports in.  When this is done, we can secure the framed roof to the structure.  We will frame up 
the front wall.  We will then put in the second floor, the ceiling of the second floor, and do the 
floor of the first floor.  We also need to treat the lumber against insects and fire.  We have bought 
the insect treatment, but it has been so rainy that we have not been able to apply it yet.  All of 
these things cannot be done (except for treating the wood) until we have the plans for the 
building.  Of course, all of this costs money.  My local church here in Sevlievo gave us $2000 so 
that we could have the materials ready for the team.  They really want to help us.  They are so 
supportive of our project, and I am so thankful for them, but we need to pay that back.  Here are 
the projected costs of these items, and labor for a full crew is $400 a week (one supervisor and 
three laborers) is not included in these costs. 
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As always I appreciate you prayers and financial support.  As you can see, this is a faith 
endeavor, but our God shall supply all our needs according to His riches in glory!  So far all 
expenses have been met through the generosity of God’s people.  Bills have been paid on time, 
and we have been able to bless God’s people here in need with necessary living, travel and 
medical expenses as needs have arisen. We are here to show that Jesus is a faithful friend and 
Savior.  Through His faithfulness, we can be faithful to all that He calls us to do!!
